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Lvery rational person is in the strategic position
to look at life with a vicw to the past, the present,
and the future. In looking at life each one should
be able to make proper investments from his reason-
able deductions. Life without intelligent thought
and carcful planning cannot possibly have a safe
course.

God abides forever, faithful and unchangeable.
God is love, and s character 1s such that to know
Him is to believe in Him. To believe in Him is
to be able to make safle investments in the life of
which e is the Guardian. He is revealed in the
face of Jesus Christ, who is “the same vesterday, and
to day. and for cver” (Hebrews 13:8). Moral
and spirvitual values found in Him are true values,
and in these every soul may make safe investments.

Money invested honestly and safely may draw
various rates of interest, which, though it will ac-
crue slowly, will nevertheless at last double the
original investment. To make an unsale investment
is only to take a chance of losing cven the original
amount. Man’s life is much the same. Everything
short of God’s will for him is an unsafe investiment.
Though many temporal things may be attractive,
and on the surface promising, vet they prove to be
unsafe in the end. when 1t is too late to reconsider.
But life invested in keeping with the will of God
is always sale, even though there may come times
of severe testing and temporary reversals.

The first condition in making investment in the
spiritual life is that of finding Chyist in the new
birth. Paul declared that “all have sinned, and come
short of the glory of God” (Romans 3:23) . Again
he said, “But the natural man receiveth not the
things of the Spirit of God: neither can he
know them, because they are spiritually discerned”

(1 Corinthians 2:1-1) . Jesus said to Nicodemus, “Ex-
cept a man be born again, he cannot see the king-
dom of God” (John 3:3).

The second consideration in making investment
in the spiritual life is that of full surrender to the
will of God, by which one dies to self and is made
alive unto God. The Son himself, while on earth,

spent much time alone in prayer, scceking always
to know perfectly the will of the Father. Though
He needed no crucilixion of self, yet He was wholly
obedient to the Father. Paul was obedient to the
heavenly vision and gave his lile completely to God.
He said, I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless
I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the
life which T now live in the flesh T live by the faith
ol the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself
for me” (Galatians 2:20) .

The third consideration in making investment
in the spivitual life is that of cross-bearing. This is
a requirement found in the very nature of redemp-
tion. Jesus answered the rich young ruler who had
asked what he might do to inherit eternal life, by
stating the final condition, “Come, take up the
cross, and follow me” (Mark 10:21). Jesus stated
the true test of discipleship thus: “If any man will
come alter me, let him deny himself, and take up
his cross, and follow me. For whosoever will save
his life shall lose it: and whosoever will lose his
life for my sake shall find it” (Matthew 16:24-25).

The whole purpose ol Christ in coming to carth
was redemptive. Just as He brought divine life to
fallen humanity through His death, so life through
death becomes the figure for every obedient child
ol His. In the true, exemplary Christian life is
found the paradoxical truth that the bitter is the
basc ol the swect, night is the mother of day, and
death is the gate of life. There must be death to
self it one would be effective in bringing life to
others lost in sin. The cross, though rugged and
galling to bear, is nevertheless the secret of spiritual
strength and understanding, the acquirement of
which is as an increasing investment in the spiritual
lifle. "T'he infusion of life into the soul, which scems
to come rom the cross itself, is evidence to the
willing heart that it is God's way of life to greater
things.

As we invest our lives in cross-bearing, let us
jovlully look to the [uture and with understanding
sing the familiar old hymn: “The way of the Cross
leads home.”

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His Ascension

By E. W. LAWRENCE, London, England

Mark, carliest of the Gospel writers, says that
the Lord Jesus was “reccived up into heaven, and
sat on the right hand of God” (Mark 16:19). In
Luke’s record it says He was first of all parted
{from them, and then “carried up into heaven.” In
his history ol the apostolic church the same writer
says, “A cloud received him out of their sight.”
These are the only references to the stupendous
cvent ol the Saviour's ascension to be found on the
Gospel page. For [uller light we must turn to the
New Testament Epistles.

The three “stages” in His ascension should be
noted: He ascended from earth, through the
heavens, and info heaven itself. Some expositors
have included a fourth, the Saviour’s descent into
“hades,” to liberate the waiting captives there, in
accordance with the words in Ephesians 1:8-9.
“When he ascended up on high, he led captivity
captive, . . . he also descended first into the lower
parts of the earth.”

But it is the fact that He passed through the
heavens that we desire to concentrate upon just
here. Holy scripture says, that we have a
great high priest, that is passed info the heavens,
Jesus the Son of God” (Hebrews 4:14). But a
niore literal translation is that “He passed through
the heavens.” In so ascending He transcended all
the limitations of space, and himself appearcd
among the cternal realities. As one teacher has
put it, His ascension constituted “a transference
from earth, to heaven, by the path of the heavens”
(italics mine, E. W. L)).

Satan’s scat is in the “heavens” through which
the Saviour passed. Neglect not the teaching of
Ephesians, chapter six, for it is against the same
wicked spirits in heavenly places (the “heavenlies,”
as Paul terms this region) that vou and [ as be-
lievers have to wage a continuous warfare.

As the Lord Jesus ascended He proclaimed IHis
own triumph to the minions there. The prince of
the power of the air, his satanic majesty in person,
then put forth a futile effort to obstruct and oppose
the God-Man ascending through the heavens to
His rightful place at the Father's right hand above.
But 1t was a futile cffort on Satan’s part, for the
Lord Jesus had already spoiled the satanic hier-
archy on the Cross, and then through His resur-
rection, and now the Saviour made him a public
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to the Throne

example among the hicrarchy by ascending far
above them all. “Iaving spoiled principalities and
powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumph-
ing over them in it” (Colossians 2:15) . Or perhaps
as another translation has it: *“'The dominions and
powers He robbed of their prey, put them to an
open shame, led them away in triumph through
His cross,” resurrection, and ascension.

Jut Satan, though despoiled by the Cross, was
still blindly unaware of the linadity and complete-
ness of his defeat, and the ascending Redeemer had
to show him that he was no match for the Victor
of Calvary's cross and of Joseph’s open tomb. The
Lord ascended, upwards and onwards, with His
train, not of conquered Roman generals, but of
liberated souls. Lle led captivity captive, and they
constituted the first fruits of the harvest of His
travail.

From the depths of the grave to the heights of
heaven Christ’s dominion now extends.  As one
writer has expressed i, “In the realms of space,
in the kingdoms of the universe, in the regions of
light and darkness, in the epochs of eternity, there
arc none to rival our Lord, and no power that
does not owe Him tribute. In the nether abyss
ITe has no unconquered challenger.”

He won the victory and has delegated the same
to us. His redeemed ones. We must apply it, for
we arce cngaged in an active and spiritual warfarve
against those hosts in heavenly places.

Ephestans six describes it all. Verse 12 says,
“For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but
against principalities, against powers, against the
rulers of the darkness of this world, against spirit-
ual wickedness in high places.” Conybeare trans-
lates the verse: “The adversaries with whom we
wrestle are not flesh and blood, but they are the
principalities, the powers, the sovereigns of this
present darkness, the spirits of evil in the heavens.”
Moffatts translation is perhaps even better still:
“We have to struggle, not with blood and flesh,
but with the angelic rulers; the angelic authori-
ties: the potentates of the dark present; the spirit
[orces of evil in the heavenly sphere.”

We can witness the activity of these hosts of
darkness on all sides today. Satan and his demon
hosts are today working overtime. Yet in this war-
fare against these “despotisms of evil” the victory
has already been sceured by our crucified-risen-
ascended-enthroned-returning Lord Jesus. We are,
day by day, to apply Calvary’s victory, take unto
ourselves the whole armor ol God, and fight, not in



our own strength, but in His, not for victory mere-
Iy, but in the trivon ph ol the ascended Lord.

One day the Lord Jesus said, “All power is given
unto me, in heaven and in earth™ (Matthew 28:18) .
His vesurvrecton and then His ascension through

The risen Lord Jesus commissioned us not only
to "go’ but to take to ourselves the heavenly armor
and clim the victory ol the now enthroned Lord
Jesus. “Behold, T give you power to tread on

serpents and scorpions, and over all the power ol
the enemv: and nothing shall by anv means hurt
vou (Luke 10:19y. This is delegated authority!
Of oursclves, therefore, we have nothing of which
to boast! But with this delegated authority as our
possession—through grace -we can, as in the story
recorded in Joshua  (chapter 10y, in the victory
at Gibeon, put our leet on the necks of our foes,

those foes that He has alrcady subjugated—the
world, the flesh, and the devil.

Man was made—originally—to have dominion
over the works of God's hands. When He sent out
the twelve and then the seventy He gave them
“power and authority over all devils™ (Luke 9:1) .
“Lven the devils are subject unto us through thy
name,” said the seventy when they returned from
their first ek (Luke 10:17).

we hold over him Christ’s Calvioy [and ascension,

In His ascension the Saviour passed through the
heavens, entered heaven itsell, and today sits en-
throned at God's, His Father's, right hand.  Sce
Him just there. crowned with glory and honor:
then step forward with vour full redemption rights.

It is alwavs prolitable to look clear-eyed at the
world as it really is, but it is good also to dream
dreams about the coming of the world-wide King-
dom of God. If Christ claimed anvthing He claimed
to he able to give life to men and nations. He gave
abundant evidence of the unwavering purpose in
His heart. not only to redeem men one by one,
but to organize these redeemed souls into @ mis-
sionary fellowship laboring to build the kingdom
of God.

Phillips Brooks has a great passage that states,
“It is the sincere and deep conviction of my soul
when I declare that if the Christian faith does not
culminate and complete isell in the effort to make
Christ known to all the world, that Taith appears
to me to be a thoroughly unreal and insignificant
thing, destitute ol power for the single lile and
incapable of being convincingly true.”

This is a startling challenge to the church and
to the individual. The church must meet the acid
test of its success in the world-wide proclamation
of the gospel. The individual must mceet the same
test.

The precepts of Christian teaching are often
diagonally opposcd to the tencts of worldly thought.
The worldly-minded one savs, “Look out for num-
ber one first. Take care of sell.” But Jesus said,
“He that findeth his life shall lose it: and he that
loscth his life for my sake shall find it” (Matthew
10:39) . In the First Epistle of Peter we find an-
other such principle expressed when he writes,
“. .. be clothed with humility: for God resisteth
the proud, and giveth grace to the humble™ (5:5).
How opposed to the ideas ol the world is this
verse!

Some translations render 1t, “Be girded,” or
“Gird voursclves” with humility. Adam Clarke in-
dicates that the thought here is to gird oneself
with humility as a servant, slave, or shepherd girded
himself with an outer garment worn while he was
working. Clirke goes on to say that this garment
was not any sort of ornament, but that it was
intended to guard the other garments. It scems
to have been the distinguishing mark of a slave or
servant, and he put it on when he worked.  So
Peter scems to be saying, “Strap around yoursclves
the slave’s apron, and do it for the same reason that
he did it, to scrve.”

“Gird vourselves with the slave’s garment of hu-
mility.” In the world there are conflicting ideas as
to the true meaning of humility. Tt docs not consist
in being blind to one'’s strong points. There is no
sens¢ in a man's denying that he can do certain
things il his capabilities enable him to do it. But
to know from what source our strength comes, and
to know how incapable we are, after all, without
that divine aid: not to think too highlv of oursclves,
and not to insist that others think so highly ol us,
scems to be something of what the Apostle had in
mind when he wrote of humility.

Since pride is the opposite of humility and the
offspring of ignorance, one sure way to increase
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our humility would be to probe down deep into
our inmost sclves. I we would see and study our-
selves as we really are, become acquainted with
our true selves, we would see and learn enough to
knock all pride out of us. This thought is borne
out n the writings of some of the literarv giants.
Alexander Pope wrote, “Know then thyself.”” The
Spanish novelist Miguel de Cervantes has written,
“Make it thy business to know thyvself, which is the
most difficult lesson in the world.” Sir Richard
Burton wrote,
With ignorance wage eternal war, to know
thysel[ forever strain,
Thine ignorance of thine ignorance is thy
[ievcest foe. thy deadliest bane.
All of these ideas lind illustration in the story
of the Pharvisee and the publican. The Pharisee

NAZARENE PUBLISHING HOUSE
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commended himself to God because he was actu-
ally ignorant of himscll; he saw only the surface.
Had he examined himself deep down inside, had
he taken with him a light bright enough to show
things as they actually were, his discovery would
have quickly deflated his pride. On the other hand,
the publican saw himsell as he was: weak, vile,
desperately in need ol God. 1lis own great lack
produced an attitude of shame, but at the same
time a spark of faith was born, and so he praved,
“God be mercitul to me a sinner.” ‘The difference
in the two was that the Pharisce went on in his
gloating pride. out from the Temple the same
carnal, sinful person as when he entered. The pub-
lican left with God's blessings upon him. a justified
man. I we know ourselves it will put an end to
any undue exaltation of self.

Whatever this garment might have been, the
slave put it on when he had work to do. So Peter
is saving to us. “Gird yvourselves with the garment
of humility, that ye may properly serve.”

Perhaps Peter was thinking of that night some
vears before when Jesus laid aside Ths garments,
took a towel and girded himself, and washed the
disciples’ feet. saving as e did so, “The disciple
is not above his master.” Yes, the Master givded
himself with the slave’s apron. or towel, in order
that e might serve the disciples, and then told
them that that was the pattern for all Christian
men, and for all Christian living until the very end.

The requirements coming from Peter’s admoni-
tion arc service arising from humility, and hu-
mility manifested in service. Unless and until a
man [eels himscll to be needyv and low, he never
will be able and never will be willing to help those
who arc. The pride and mrogance of sclf conceit
which are often strutted with the pride of a peacock
are terriblv in the wav of Christian work, The only
earb in which we shall be able to do the deeds of
self-sacrifice that are needed i order to help a
fallen race is the garment of humility.

On the other hand, humility is tested in the arucl-
ble of service. Too many are very humble when
there is something to bhe done. When asked for any
kind of Christian service, many sav. I do not feel
that T am competent. 1 talk. [OI all ex-
cuses olfered, this one is most likelv 1o he true!]

I have not mastered the art ol speaking before o
group,” and so on and on. Then oftentimes these
same persons go away fecling that a high degree
of humilitv has been manifested. BDut true Chris-
tian humility s not particular about the sort of
work it does for Jesus” suke. Whether we are ofli-
cers on the main deck of the ship or stokers in the
boiler room makes very little difference. As long
as we do what we do for the ercat Admiral of the
ship, that is enough: and whoever does any work
for Him will never want for a reward.

In giving the reason why we should wear the
carment ol humility, Peter quotes from the Old
Testament, “God resisteth the proud, and giveth
erace to the humble.” 1 a man walks with his
head very high in this low-roofed world of ours he
is preuy certain to get it knocked against the
vafiers before he is done. And in the spiritual
realm the one condition ol receiving God's grace
is @ lowly sense of our own nature and weakness.
H we think we wre rich and increased with goods,
and have need of nothing. that “nothing” is cx-
actly what we shall receive of God. But if we know
that we have need ol evervthing, that “evervthing”
is what we shall veceive from His hand. The one
condition of not receiving anvthing from God is to
keep a sttt upper lip and a high head. To quote
the Lute Dr. [0 B Chapman, “'The wise man, aware
of his ignorance, stoops in humility.  Conscious
that he is the recipient ol unmerited favors from
hoth God and men, his head goes limp in wonder
and praise. Full heads bend over!”

Those who compromise and ac-
cept a little ol each generally find that they have
just enough religion to spoil the feast and still
not enough religion to accept the headache.

Within the hearts of vast numbers there 1s a
struggle between the flesh and the Spivit, the
carnal and the spiritual man for mastery. It has
always been so, for Job declared that the life of
man on this earth is a warfarc. Fight we must, and

il the spirit aspires to victory, the conflict will be
a4 bitter one.

This “aspirin age” has chosen the way of the
feast.  With Gargantuan appetite it devours the
bill ol fare of the world. The result 1s a headache,
and a heartache, of world-wide proportions.  Little
men scurry around with ice bags and pills in a
pitifully vain ctlort to case the pain. But the
paticnt groans and gripes his way from specialist
to specialist, haunted by the thought that his case
is hopeless.

The Christian, like Christ, is called upon to
exercise the self-restraimt that comes as a result ol
the Tast from the gaudy Teasting tables of the world.
When he does he finds that God himself has pre-
pared a repast of that which completely satislies
the cravings of the human soul.

The spirit of “the fast” is that of self-imposed
discipline. It is the spirit of rigorous soul prepara-
tion. It is scl-denial in contrast to self-indulgence.
We are bombarded with many wavs and methods
ol pampering and coddling the body. Jesus taught
that the body should be used as a vehicle for trans-
porting divine cargocs.

Aside from the spiritual blessings the fast re-
sults in physical benelits. The vision is sharpened;
sluggishness coming [rom rich food is replaced by
alertness: the mind functions more smoothly and
has a more tenacious grasp. The entire being is
reinvigorated and “toned up.”

Feast or fast! Ileadache or “heads up.” Human
heartache or divine heartburn! = Pills or power!
Deleat or triumph! For the Christian the choice
is clear and definite—the way of the fast.

We face a great danger in the Christian
world. Tt is more dangerous than all the
outward forces that work on us, for it is
working on us lrom within. The danger
15 that we seem to be more interested in
what we do for Christ than in what He
does for us. We are anxious to go. but
slow to tarry. We tiy to run the machinery,
cven when the Tubrication is gone.

We are too prone to Torget the words of
Jesuse “The branch cannot bear Truie ol
el except it abide i the vine: no more
can ye, except ve abide mome. oL for
without me ve can do nothing™ (John 15:
10y We go on tiving to bear fraic with-
out abiding i Him, and we il so miser-
ably. Tlis Word satd it s

has “not by

might, nor by power, but by my spirit”
(Zechariah 1:6) .

When we consider the value of our
praverless efforts compared to our praver-
saturated and Spirit-baptized cfforts we are
face to face with the question: Who has
the greater power, God or man? When
we do a task without the power ol the
Spirit, 1t 1s mere man who works. When
we do a task after praverlully sceking the
anointing of the Spirit, it is God who works
in us. Surcly we must know that an om-
nipotent God can do more in a day than
we weak creatures could do in a decade.

The greatest thing we can do for God
or man is to pray. We can do more by
our praving than by our preaching, wit-
nessing, organizing, or by any other thing
we may do. To admit otherwise is to dis-
respect the power of God and lift our-
sclves up in pride.

The devil delights in ouwr praverless
ciforts, because they help rvather than hin-
der his cause. He can outstrip our works,
and outthink our wisdom. but he can never
outdo our pravers. MHere is a power that
is more than a match for him.

God must surely marvel that we are so
seldom i the seeret place. He calls today
for pray-crs, for intercessory pray-ers. Will
vou answer His call—now?
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The Brother and Sister
Who Talked Too Much!

The twelfth chapter of the Book of Numbers is
a chapter that might be entitled: “Trouble in ls-
racl.” It is the story ol delayed progress for the
people ol God, of Moses™ sulfering, and ol Miriam’s
leprosv. It all came about through too much talk.
Moses was God's chosen leader in Isracl. Aarvon,
Moscs” brother in the flesh, was anointed by God
as the fivst high priest. Miriam, Moses' sister, was
the first prophetess.

It is interesting to note that “heart condition”
was the cause ol all of this disturbance. Apparently
it was jealousy of her sister-in-law that caused Mir-
ilam to be critical of her brother. She accused
Moses” wile of influencing him in the sclection of
the seventy who were to assist Moses. Apparently
she accused Moses” wile of influencing Moses to
select her friends. On the other hand Aaron
seemed to be motivated by ambition. His question
was, “Hath the Lord . . . spoken only by Moses:”
There scemed to be a secret dissatisfaction with his
being sccond to Moses.  Longing for power has
ruined many a good man and has too often hurt
the cause of God.

There is, in this chapter, an interesting revela-
tion of the hideousness of pride and ambition. They
overwhelmed natural affection. Moses’ brother and
sister knew his genuineness. They should have been
sympathetic and helpful. Tt was unbecoming ol
them to hinder their brother, whom God had
called, in the fullilling of His work. Likewise these
heart characteristics blinded their eves to the mar-
velous life and ministry of their brother. Never
had he acted unworthy ol their full trust. God and
Isracl had always been [irst in his life. "This inner
heart condition causced his brother and sister to he
dissatisficd with their own position. To be the
fivst high priest and the first prophetess was to be
placed in positions ol trust and honor, but pride
and ambition belittled these God-given places of
trust and scrvice.

Sorrow for self —an inner feeling of having heen
nmistreated by Moses - was another result, It is Cisy
for the proud in heart 1o feel hurt. They e too
much in their own thoughts. Pride leads to a sus-
picion of the designs of others and to a questioning
ol what mav be truly proper motives. This heart
condition Mirtam and Awmon to use
“spivituality™ as a cloak for evildoing. Al pride is
bad—whether it be related to personal beauty or
to onc's position. Spiritual pride Is the worst. The
Apostle Paul spoke of himself as an “carthen” ves-
sel, “less than the teast,” and “chiel” of sinners. We
ave always in danger it we forget the pit from
which we have been digged.

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This twellth chapter pictures for us something
of the sin of evilspeaking. In reality it is an expres-
sion of unbelicf in God, of dissatisfaction with
God's will, of disobedience to God, and ol defiance
against God. One always doubts God before he
takes things into his own hand. Evilspeaking is
sinful also because it is robbery. It robs a man
ol his proper reputation and the pcople, who know
of him, of a proper contidence. To ruin one's
reputation  (even though the character is unin-
jured) robs that man of his influence and the cause
ol God of his usefulness.

Evilspeaking may also be a form of sedition
against the kingdom of God. God uses men as a
channel of s blessing. To undermine, for the

purpose ol self-advancement, the chief source of
communicating God's blessing to the people is to
be sellishly seditious m the extreme. Likewise evil-
speaking otten brings spivitual suicide. Miriam be-
came leprous and Aaron had to be praved for. et
us guard our words, for in the wrong use thercot
we may separate ourselves from God's favor. We
may lose both His smile of approval and His mighty
arm of assistance in our behalf. And we mav bring
reproach upon His cause instead of glory to His
name.

Fifty vears ago a church was born. It was born
in this twenticth century. It has evidenced  a
special God-given message which fits the need of
twenticth century people. Its growth has been phe-
nomenal. The elfects of s ministry have been in-
calculable.

This church was born before [ became a Chris-
tian, Tt was nine vears Tater when Towas saved at
one ol 1ts altars. T have endeavored to relive those
(st vewrs of my Christian life and to remember
the emphases in the chureh of which 1, in 1917, be-
cime o part.

I have endeavored to see things in perspective,
As [ remember ity great care was used by our lead-
ers lest we confuse that which was fundamental
with that which was mcidental.

We Must Grow

Much has been said about the “cost™ of serving

God.  Many have indicated a personal unwilling-
ness to pay the necessary price as the basis of their
refusal to go with Christ. However there is a long-
conlirmed conviction with this writer that the cost
ol disobedience is Lar in excess of the price tag
which may be attached to obedicnce to God.

Similarly there is talk of the price incidental
to growth in our individual churches or districts.
Manilold are the excuses olfered when we fail in
reaching new people for God. Some are even tempt-
ed to fecl that it is unreasonable to expect such
mcrcase. There is a price—clfort, devotion, giving,
praver. service—if we are to grow. But does not
failure have its price?

The Christian group that fails to grow fails in
its God-given responsibility to others. It was Jesus
who said to the Father, “As thou hast sent me
into the world, even so have T also sent them into
the world™ (John 17:18y . Any group that fails in
this regard also belies the attractiveness of the gos-
pel. The Master said, "I T be lifted up from the
carth, [17 will draw all men unto me” (John 12:82)
Carelessness and indifference as related to lifting
Him up have caused many to fear that success in
the church is not at all possible.

The group that fails to grow ignores the vision
that was presented by our fathers and lacks the
passion that motivated their lives, Their vision
was to spread seriptural holiness. Failure to grow
actually causes us to be responsible for the dissipa-
tion ol our inheritance. OQur predecessors built
well. Ours s aorvich heritage. In this regard 1 feel
something of what that great British leader, Sir
Winston Chwchitll, must have felt when he said,

Fatlure to grow and increase will also rob us of
a glorious future.

Fail-
wre to hear from His lips those two words—"“Well
done™ -is too high a price to pay for a bit of ease,
for a lighter burden, for a lesser endeavor, for a
lack of accomplishment.

Are we just ordinary folk, with an ordinary faith,
with an ordinary life, and with a contentment to
let things go along in an ordinary fashion?

There seem to be many evidences that God's
desive for His people is that they be an extraordi-
nary people. Jesus Christ, our Saviour, is not just an
ordinary Deliverer. His salvation is not just an ordi-
nary deliverance. For He saves {from the guilt of
our past lives—the wrong which we have done. He
saves from the inbeing of sin—the thing that made
us do wrong.
