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Congratulations to the
2001-2002 Darda staff on the production of this "yearbook of the century." The work of this volume enables us to

reflect on one hundred years of ministry in Christian higher education.

The symbol of the torch has been present in most every insignia of

Trevecca for a century. My research provides no historic moment
in which some official body "decided" to use this symbol. Rather, the

message of the torch found natural expression in our logo on two
counts. These symbols find expression in the two stained glass

windows of the Waggoner Library dedicated in November 2000.

The flame in the north window represents the presence of God. It

calls to mind the flaming pot by which God sealed his covenant with

Abraham, as well as the burning bush, the fire that consumed the

sacrifice when Elijah prayed, and the tongues of fire at Pentecost.

Behind the flame is the outline of the cross and the Holy Scriptures.

The flame in the south window adorns the "lamp of knowledge."
Behind it is the outline of a book. It represents the accumu-
lated knowledge of the ages.

So, the question of the two windows is "upon which does
Trevecca rest?" Is it "God's presence" or "knowledge"
that provide an authority base for all we do here?

The answer? Both! We certainly cannot exist without God's
presence. On the other hand, we cannot fulfill the mission

of the school without knowledge.

So through the decades the flame has made its way to our

logo. Sometimes one might think it stands for God's pres-

ence. Other times one might conclude it stands for knowl-

edge. In fact, it ALWAYS STANDS FOR BOTH.

And should Christ delay his return and this

school celebrate another century, I trust the torch

will still be present in our logo reminding us of our

dependence on God and our role in the dissemina-

tion of knowledge.

While the University 35 years and counting
was reveling its centennial mile-

stone, the on-campus radio station,
