BEHIND THEM, DEFEATING SEVENTH-SEEDED HURON UNIVERSITY

TO THE FINALS.

"WE WERE REALLY NERVOUS, BUT IT FELT GOOD TO WIN THE
FIRST GAME,” SAID KARI SMITH. "WE HAD TO LOOK FOR THE

WHAT SET THE TONE FOR THE QUARTER FINAL MATCH UP AGAINST
WILLAMETTE UNIVERSITY OF SALEM, OREGON WAS BITTER MEMORIES
OF A FINAL FOUR GAME TWO YEARS AGO. THIS TIME THE REMATCH
TOOK PLACE BEFORE THE FINAL FOUR AND DID NOT HAVE THE SAME

FOR THE THIRD TIME IN AS MANY YEARS, THE CRUSADERS WOULD
MAKE YET ANOTHER STELLAR FINAL FOUR APPEARANCE. A NEW
CHALLENGE PRESENTED ITSELF TO THE CRUSADERS IN THE FORM OF
NUMBER ONE- RANKED NORTHERN STATE UNIVERSITY OF SOUTH
DAKOTA. THE WOLVES HAD FAR MORE POST-SEASON EXPERIENCE

Fellowship of Christian
Athletes, The Fencing Club,
Ministry to the
Elderly...there are many clubs
to choose from on the NNC
campus. How do you decide
which one to join? 0Or, more
importantly, if you have a
group that would like to reach
club status, what is the
procedure for becoming a club
at NNC?

According to the ASNNC
Constitution, there are two
kinds of club statuses avail-
able for interested parties:
Class A and Class B. Class B
clubs are those that are
recognized by ASNNC, but have
not written a constitution or
petitioned for money. Class A
clubs are those that have a
written constitution and
possibly have some money
budgeted by ASNNC. A group
that would Tike to reach Class
A club status must write a
constitution that includes its
purpose and provide evidence
of enough members to make it
worthy of club status. The
group must then submit the
constitution and a written
budget to the Senate, who will
then vote on them by approving
or disapproving them. The
student body does not normally
vote on a club. However, if a
club has asked for money, the
students will vote on it in
the term budget.

The monies that are allot-
ted to a club can be used to
buy equipment (the fencing
equipment for the Fencing
Club, for example) and possi-
bly to send officers to
conventions, training ses-
sions, etc. The advantages of
becoming a club are that more
money may be available through
ASNNC. and ASNNC will support
and help publicize club
activities. If a group is
interested in becoming a Class
A or B club, a copy of the
ASNNC constitution outlining
the official procedures can be
obtained upstairs in the
Student Development office or
from any ASNNC officer.

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Most NNC students at one
time or another toss around
the idea of going on a foreign
mission trip. Approximately
twenty of those debating
actually commit to doing so.
For current sophomore Jolene
Hruza, this option material-
ized into a ten day trip to
China over spring break. Her
time spent there was charac-
terized by unique opportuni-
ties not usually experienced
on short-term mission trips.

Jolene travelled with a
team organized by Bible Way
Ministries. Her trip was
funded through a commitment
from her home church, the
Apostolic House of Prayer in
Rupert, Idaho. As a goal for
the church’s mission program,
four members were sent at
$1200 a person. The team left
on Thursday morning, March
16, and arrived in Hong Kong
on Saturday afternoon.

Jolene’s team stayed in an
apartment similar to a dormi-
tory. The purpose of the

mission was to smuggle Bibles
into China, a country that
regulates which books will be
brought inside its borders. In
the ten days spent in Hong
Kong, Jolene’s team made
eleven trips into China carry-
ing as many Bibles as possible
in their shoulder bags or brief
cases.

When entering into the
country, the team was re-
quired to walk past customs
officials who had the option of
running through a scanner
any items being carried.
Sometimes a team member
would be stopped and ques-
tioned about why they entered
the country so often. The
officials would also occasion-
ally want to scan one of the
Bible-packed bags. When this
occurred, the Bibles were
taken, but could be reclaimed
for a fee when the carrier
returned.

Jolene also got to meet a
Chinese man who was a
prisoner for almost twenty

years because of his reli-
gious beliefs. This man,
Pastor Lamb, is acquainted
with George Bush and has
translated for Billy Graham.
China has a government-
supported church that
people must register into.
Pastor Lamb has been asked
by the government to
register as a pastor for the
church but has refused to do
so because his preaching
would then be regulated.
Instead, he conducts ser-
vices in a small building in
Guangzhou that can only
hold 400 people tightly
packed. Holding four
services a week, he preaches
to 1600 people. He is not
arrested for this despite its
noncompliance with the
government because of his
high international profile.
Jolene witnessed a similar
service in Hong Kong and
even without understanding
the language found the
worship unbelievable
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because of the pervasive
spirit.

Perhaps it seems odd to
those of us who have easy
access to a Bible to think
that a country today does nc
allow its citizens this option
Knowing this gives us
temporary gratitude for tha
book that sits in our rooms,
the book that might even be
read daily. But why is this
gratitude temporary? Just
one of the Bibles Jolene
carried into China will reacl
100 people as it is read, ther
passed on. We may not hav
the opportunity to smuggle
Bibles into a foreign country
but we do have the the
opportunity to take advan-
tage of our right to read the
Bible whenever we so desire
our right to attend any
church we choose, and our
right to serve the King who
governs justly. What a
privilege it is to exercise this
freedom.

Five NNC students qualified to
compete at the national level in
forensics this year. To qualify, each
competitor had to place in the top
three in at least two tournaments.
Those who qualified were Shannon
Donivan, Denise Jackson, Laurie
Mehrwein, Micah Montague, and
Jennifer Sipp. They looked forward to
the event all year and spent many
hours practicing and preparing for the
week-long event.

Over spring break, the group first
flew to Dallas where they met Dr.
Dennis Waller and Professor Merilyn
Thompson on a connecting flight to
Louisiana. A close call occurred when
the five female participants got lost in
the Dallas airport and almost missed
their flight. Fortunately, they all
continued on to their destination of
Shreveport, Louisiana, along with
about 1,300 other participants from
90 schools in 29 states.

When they arrived, Micah Montague
says, "It was like walking into a heat
wave. |t was so humid.” The women
shared a hotel room with Professor
Thompson while Micah shared a hotel
room with Dr. Waller. Concerning this
arrangement, Micah commented, “Dr.
Waller snores.”

The first two days of the trip
consisted of some sight-
seeing.
