The World ’68:

The future turns to the present, the present into the
past. No sooner does an event hegin than it takes its
place among the events of history. As one begins to
examine these events it is difficult to know where
to begin.

Perhaps science and medicine would provide an
adequate starting point. Since time began, man has
been puzzled as to the origins of life. This year the

the hideous and the beautiful

mystery has been partially solved. Modern science
now has at its disposal the necessary ingredients for
making elementary forms of life. The question now is,
“How long before science makes life itself?”’

Medicine made monumental strides this year with the
first human heart transplants. Dr. Christian Barnard
of Cape Town, South Africa startled the world in
December of 1967, when he provided a new heart for




Cape Town grocer, Luis Waskanski. Waskanski lived
for eighteen days after the transplant before sue-
cumbing to pneumonia. Since the first transplant there
have been over a score of transplant attempts made
throughout the world. '

War was again paramount in the minds of many. In
June the world marvelled at the “lightening war” or
the “six day war” between Israel and the Arab states.
The war started as an “incident” when Egypt blocked
the Gulf of Aqaba. No one knows for certain who
fired the first shot, but when the smoke cleared the
world looked on a scene thought impossible. Tiny
Israel, in six days of blitzkrieg war, had broken both
the land and air power of the combined Arab states.

The Viet Nam situation projected both grave war
and precious hope. The Tet offensive strained the
strength of American and South Vietnamese forces in
their support of the Saigon government. But in May
of 1968 preliminary peace talks were convened in
Paris, France. For the first time United States and
North Vietnamese negotiators met face to face in an
attempl to bring peace to a war torn people.

On the national scene the assassination of Dr. Martin
Luther King set off weeks of civil strife. Riots turned
large portions of St. Louis, Washington, D.C., Newark
and other cities into disaster areas. National Guard
units were called out in scores of cities to stem the tide
of civil unrest. A more peaceful contingent of the
people continued plans for the Poor Peoples’ March
on Washington.

On the political scene anyone’s guess goes. First came
President Johnson’s unprecedented decision that he
would not “seek nor accept” the Democratic nomina-
tion for President. With Johnson out of the race
Senators McCarthy and Kennedy, and Vice President
Humphrey vied for the Democratic nomination. On
the Republican side, Governor Rockefeller, after stat-
ing that he was not a candidate, finally threw his hat
into the ring as a contender to former Vice-President

Richard Nixon.

These are only a few of the events that have made
the history of the past year. Some events were violent,
some radiated hope for the future. What events that
future holds we do not know, only that it too, will
take its place in history.
