There are four or five thousand Mexican mem-
bers of Protestant churches in that state, with
fully forty Protestant preachers who preach in
Spanish, besides meveral colporters who spenk
Spanish, and hundreds of people distributing
Spanish tracts. However, the vital doctrines of
regenerntion and entire sanctification are greatly
neglected. These people are of the most liberal
mort. Wife aud I went there strapgers, und ex-
pected to have to work on a farm or ranch for
a month or two, but instead, God opened the way
for us to preach to the Mexicnn people, who sup-
port us liberully. Later we organized a church,
bought lots, and bullt n small church and parpon-
age, nnd when we left there they were nlmost out
